1. The Seller warrants to the Buyer that the following items forming part of the Property the subject of the Contract (together being the “Warranted Items”):

(b) the Seller authorises the Buyer to deduct an amount equal to the Quotation from the balance of the Purchase Price due by the Buyer at Settlement; and
(c) the Buyer shall accept such deducted amount in full and final satisfaction of any claim the Buyer may have as against the Seller in respect of the Warranted Items about which the Quotation was obtained.
